It's a community-basedgmam that enables people to access
fair, safe and equitable credit for the purchafsgoods and services.

When a borrower makes a repayment to a NILS® progfands are then available as a loan for some-

one else in the community. This is called “circidammunity credit” and is a real demonstrationhef
community in action.

What are the loans for?

NILS® is generally for the purchase of househatanis like a fridge, washing machine, TV, bed, small

appliances or clothes dryer. NILS® may also be jpled to meet other essential needs like health aigs

or education costs. NILS® is not for emergencyefelbond or rent money, living expenses or debt
repayment.

Who is eligible?
